Syllabus. I plan to cover most of Ch 1 (linear equations), but skipping over sects 6 and 10; Ch 2
sects 1-3; Ch 3, sects 1 and 2; Ch 4 sects 1-6; Ch 5 sects 1-3; and Ch 6 sects 1-5.

Homework. Homework problems will be assigned each class and collected roughly once a week.

Exam policy. All exams (including the final) are required. I will drop the lowest of the 3 in-class
