Homework and quizzes. There will be weekly homework assignments as well as regular quizzes.
Part of each homework assignment must be submitted on WebAssign, an on-line grading system
(more on that later). The rest must be written up and turned in. Quizzes are based on the homework.

You are encouraged to work together on homework assignments, but the work you submit must
be your own. All assignments are due at the stated date and time.

WebAssign. You can access WebAssign at http://webassign.net. You will each have your own
WebAssign account. Use

Username: your first initial, followed by your last name
(without any spaces or hyphens)

Institution: arizona

Password:  your SID

WebAssign is not free, but you have a 2-week free trial. After that, you will need to purchase
an access code via the WebAssign web page or from the UA bookstore. You may want to delay
paying for this until you are fairly sure you won’t drop the class.

Exams. There will be 3 exams:

Thursday, Feb. 7 (Feb. 12 is last day to drop)
e Exam 2. Thursday, Mar. 13

e Exam 3. Thursday, May 1
