Homework:  
Assignments will be collected nearly every class period and will be of two main types:  “Review” assignments will be worth 5 points and “Homeworks” (consisting of problems from your text, pages from your workbook, and/or other worksheets) will be worth 10 points. You will receive assignment lists in class.
· I will select several problems from each assignment to grade.  I generally do not grade every problem.  For each “Homework”, 2 points will be awarded for including your name, stapling multiple pages (if appropriate), and completing the assignment.  The remaining 8 points will be assigned based on both mathematical accuracy and completeness of your answers/explanations on the problems that are graded. 
· All assignments will be collected at the beginning of class on the due date.   Assignments received after I have collected the homework and clipped it together will be considered “late”.
· Late homework will not receive credit.  Instead, I will drop 3 reviews and 4 homeworks at the end of the semester before averaging your scores.  
· If you must miss class, I recommend that you find a way to get your homework to me on time or early.  (Otherwise, no credit will be given). You may have a friend bring your assignment to me at our classroom or at my office, you may fax your assignment to me (make sure to use a cover page with my name on it) or have someone drop it off at the Math Department office.  Also, remember to check with me or with a classmate to see what you missed.
· If you must be absent for more than one week (for a legitimate reason), let me know immediately and I may consider making a special homework arrangement for you.  
· You will turn in more than 150 points of homework; your scores will be averaged after the lowest are dropped and your percentage out of 150 points will be counted toward your grade.
Quiz:
In addition to homework, there will be a quiz given late in the semester that will review topics in preparation for the final exam.  The exact date of the quiz will be announced in class, and more 

information will be given at that time.  The quiz will count as 2 homework scores, but these scores cannot be dropped.  Makeup quizzes will be given only in accordance with the missed exam policy.

What I expect from your homework assignments:
· You are expected to read each section of the text before attempting the homework problems.  (Seriously!)  Even better, read the section before we discuss it in class.  It will make the class that much easier to follow.
· All assignments must have your name on them and be stapled (if more than one page).  Tape is okay if only 2 pages, but please, no paperclips or creative folding techniques.  In addition, you assume all risk of loss of non-stapled pages.  See above for more details.
· Please read all of the directions for each problem and follow them completely.  (Amazingly enough, this is one of the biggest reasons why students earn low homework scores in this class!)
· Every problem should be done.  This requires that you do not wait until the hour before class to begin your assignment.  That way, you will have time to go to office hours or the tutoring room to get help if/when you need it.
· All work must be legible and shown in clear, logical order (i.e. show your work!)  Illegible work will not be graded.  Please do your best to write neatly!
· Write your solutions so that they could be understood by most anyone, even someone who has little mathematical background.  Many problems will ask you to interpret your solution or to explain how you arrived at it.  Please explain as clearly as you can, and be sure to use complete sentences.  It may seem strange to you at first to write in math class—give it some time.  You should find that, if you can explain your process clearly in words, your understanding of the mathematical ideas will be clear, too.
· In this course as with most math courses, it is vital that you completely understand each topic we cover since each “new” topic really just builds on what we’ve already learned.  However, few students understand all of the material simply by listening to a lecture, and there are just too many of you to talk with each of you one-on-one in class every day.  So, when you do not fully understand an idea, remember that you have many sources of help:  your text, free campus tutoring services, and especially office hours.  If my office hours don’t fit into your schedule, then please make an appointment with me.  I am here to help you!  
· Discussion of homework problems (“working together”) is encouraged, but all answers and work must be your own.  A warning will be issued to students turning in identical homework problems the first time it happens.  After that, points may be deducted and the Dean of Students may be notified in accordance with the Code of Academic Integrity.  Please, do not copy!
**There are no opportunities for extra credit or to “redo” unsatisfactory work in Math 110.  Please do not ask.
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
