Calculator:  A graphics calculator is an important tool that will be used in this course.  Students are expected to have a working calculator for each test and exam unless otherwise notified.  No calculator swapping is permitted during testing periods.

Homework: Homework is an essential component of this course. You will be expected to do all of the homework in a timely manner. The standard rule of thumb is that you should spend at least 2 hours studying outside of class for every hour in class. Homework will be assigned every week and will be due the following Thursday. Selected problems will be graded and the total homework will be equivalent to one test grade. The lowest two homework scores will be dropped.

Homework must be written legibly in complete sentences on reasonable paper (no fuzzy sides from a spiral notebook). Multiple sheets should be stapled together.

Attendance:  Students are expected to attend every scheduled class and to be familiar with the University Class Attendance policy as it appears in the General Catalog.  It is the student’s responsibility to keep informed of any announcements, syllabus adjustments, or policy changes made during scheduled classes. Students are expected to behave in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct and the Code of Academic Integrity. The guiding principle of academic integrity is that a student's submitted work must be the student's own.
Tests:  There will be three tests and a final exam.  The tests are scheduled for Thursday, September 14; Tuesday, October 17; and Tuesday, November 21  The University has scheduled the final exam for Monday, December 11 from 8:00 - 10:00. (The University’s Exam regulations will be strictly followed, in particular those regarding students with multiple exams that day. See http://www.registrar.arizona.edu/schedule064/exams/examrules.htm.)  The final will be equal to two tests grades.
Test Regrades: After each test is returned, students will have the opportunity to make corrections and turn the test in again for regrading, which will count as one homework grade. If no corrections are made, the original test grade is counted as one homework grade. The corrected test must be turned in one week after the test is returned in class. Any problems a student would like to redo correctly will be graded again and the new grade will count towards the homework (but does not replace the original test grade). Any redone problem must be done carefully, neatly, and correctly for credit.
Grades: A tentative grade will be determined by assigning 100 points to each of the midterms and to the homework and 200 points to the final. The performance of the class on the common final will determine the number of A’s, B’s, C’s, etc. The final course grade will be at least as high as the tentative grade. Small adjustments may be made on consideration of positive trends in the class.

Tutoring: There is a tutoring room for mathematics students in Math 129 (and other calculus classes). Since there are no problem solving recitations for this class, it is recommended that you use resources such as the tutoring room to practice the course material on your own. Tutoring is in Math East room 145. Check http://math.arizona.edu/~tutoring for more details.
Disabilities: If you anticipate issues related to the format or requirements of this course, please meet with me to discuss ways to ensure your full participation in the course. If you determine that formal, disability-related accommodations are necessary, it is very important that you be registered with Disability Resources (621-3268; drc.arizona.edu). You should notify me of your eligibility for reasonable accommodations by Friday, September 1. We can then plan how best to coordinate your accommodations.

Withdrawing: Students withdrawing from the course before October 13 will receive the grade W if they are passing at the time.  Students will be considered to be passing at the time of withdraw if they have scored at least 50% on the work completed at that time.  The University allows withdraws after October 13, but only with the Dean’s signature. Late withdraws will be dealt with on a case by case basis, and requests for late withdraw with a W without a valid reason may or may not be honored.
Incomplete: The grade of I will be awarded if the student has completed all but a small portion of the required work, has scored at least 50% on the work completed, has a valid reason for not completing the course on time, agrees to make up the material in a short period of time, and asks for the incomplete before grades are due, 48 hours after the final exam. 
Math 129 Tentative Homework

Every question that appears under the Exercise heading in each section is important. Taking the time to answer these questions quickly will help you master the material and make the later problems easier. The only way to develop the skills you will need in this course and in later courses is through plenty of practice. Problems in the chapter reviews will also provide an opportunity to develop these essential skills.  In particular, problems 1-146 in the Chapter 7 review section should be completed by the end of the semester.
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
