& Homework & Quizzes: (150 points) Homework will be submitted in several formats throughout
the semester. A computer grading program called WebAssign will be used for problems assigned
from the text. Written homework showing all work with proper notation will also be assigned. Late
homework will not be accepted. Quizzes will be given periodically. All quizzes will have an open
notes format with no calculators allowed. There are no make-up quizzes. Although actual total
points for this portion of the course will be more than 150 points, your final homework/ quiz grade
will be scaled accordingly. You are expected to behave in accordance with the UA Code of
Academic Integrity at http://deanofstudents.arizona.edu/uapolicies.

& Algebra Exams: (100 points). A 25 point algebra exam will be given on Wednesday, September
2. A 75 point algebra exam will be given on Monday, November 16. These common exams are
department written and focus on manipulative skills.
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& In-Class Exams: (400 points). Four in-class exams are scheduled for the following Tuesdays:
September 15, October 13, November 3, and December 1. Each exam will be worth 100 points. As
a general rule, there are no make-up exams. Notify the instructor in advance if you have a conflict
with a particular exam date. If a verifiable emergency arises, you must notify your instructor
within 24 hours of the exam. Any decisions about a missed exam are at the discretion of the
instructor. All electronic devices, particularly cell phones, must be turned off during all exams.
Silence and vibration modes are not allowed.

& Final Exam: (250 points). The final exam is a comprehensive common department exam
scheduled for Monday, December 14 from 8:00 — 10:00 am.
