Homework/Quizzes

Homework/Quizzes will represent one eighth of your course grade.  (100 out of 800 points) Homework will consist of written homework and Webassign.  Roughly 8 quizzes will be given as well.  The breakdown of the homework/quiz grade is as follows:
 Written homework:   35 points

 Webassign:                25 points

 Quizzes:                     40 points
(  When written homework is collected, I expect the following or absolutely no credit may be given:

1) Homework that is legible and neat

2) Homework that is done on one side of the paper and is stapled.

3) Answers that are justified.  Show all your work.

4) Homework is due at the beginning of class.

Note:  I will grade about  1/3 of the assigned homework problems from a given section.  Also, late homework will most likely not receive any credit.

(  When a quiz is given, the following will occur:

1) The quiz will be given towards the end of class.
2) The quizzes will consist of course material and algebra.
3) No makeup quizzes will be given under any circumstances. 
Note:   I will drop some homework scores, and at least one quiz score.  Although your total homework/quiz scores will be more than 100 points, I will scale your scores at the end of the semester so that there is a maximum of 100 points.
