Introduction to Statistics and Biostatistics

Overview. Statistics is the field of study involving (1) the collection, summarization, and analysis
of data; and (2) the drawing of inferences about a population from the examination of a sample of the
population. The goals of this course are to introduce each student to the practice of statistics and to prepare
each student for future work in statistics.

Textbooks. Introduction to the Practice of Statistics, 7th Edition, by David S. Moore, George P.
McCabe, and Bruce Craig is required.

Calculators. Each student is required to have, and to know how to use, a graphing calculator that can
do the statistical calculations correlation and linear regression. Some examination questions will require the
use of such calculators. No calculator swapping will be permitted during exams.

Class Attendance. Attendance is expected and is obviously in a student’s best interest. Students
are responsible for all information provided in class and on the course web page. Class roll will be taken
periodically. Any student who is excused from class for attendance at an officially authorized event must
provide a written excuse signed by the Dean of Students no later than one week after the absence. Electronic
devices such as cell phones, pagers, watch alarms, etc. must be turned off during class.

Examinations. Three midterm examinations will be given during the weeks indicated in the Course
Schedule, and a final examination will be given on Thursday, May 10, 2012 from 10:30am to 12:30pm.
Unless there are extenuating circumstances, a missed midterm examination or a missed final examination
will result in a score of zero for that work.

Homework/Quizzes/Excel assignments. May be given and/or collected.

Instructions for WebAssign. To create an account for our class go to http://webassign.net, click on
the Log-In button, then click on the I Have a Class Key button. Our class key is arizona 0993 9577. You
must do this even if you have used WebAssign in the past or are using it for another course this semester.
There is a 14-day grace period (from the first day of classes) before you must purchase/submit your access
code for our class. Each time you log-in, you will see a reminder.

Course Grades. Midterm examinations will be worth 100 points each, and the final examination will be
worth 200 points. Homework/quizzes/Excel assignments (if collected) will be worth 100 points, WebAssign
assignments will be worth 200 points. At the end of the semester, grades will be assigned based on the
following scale:

5. The student asks for the incomplete before grades are due - 48 hours after the final exam.
