Homework:  Homework will be assigned regularly.  Selected homework will be graded and a final score equivalent to one test, 100 points, will be assigned.  Homework is an essential component of the course, whether it is assigned for grading or not. 

Tests:  The three in-class tests are scheduled for Wednesday, September 13; Wednesday, October 18; and Monday, November 20.  Each test will be worth 100 points. The University has scheduled the final exam for Monday, December 11 from 2:00 – 4:00 pm. The final exam is worth 200 points. The University’s Exam regulations for final exam week will be strictly followed, in particular those regarding students with multiple exams on a single day. Calculator:  A graphics calculator is an important tool that will be used in this course.  Students are expected to have a working calculator for each test and exam.  No calculator swapping is permitted during testing periods.
