Calculator:  A graphics calculator is an important tool that will be used in this course.  Students are expected to have a working calculator for the class, though calculator use may be restricted for some tests and/or quizzes.  No calculator swapping is permitted during testing periods.

Tests:  There will be four tests and a final exam.  The tests are tentatively scheduled for 
       Thursday, Sept. 15; Tuesday, Oct. 11; Thursday, Nov. 3 and Thursday, Dec. 1.  
The University has scheduled the final exam for 
        Monday, December 12 from 2:00 - 4:00. 
Each test will be worth 100 points and the final exam worth 200 points.  A missed test may be made up only under extreme, verifiable circumstances and only at the discretion of the instructor.  Any questions regarding the grading of tests need to be cleared up with the instructor within one week.  The University’s Final Exam regulations will be strictly followed, in particular those regarding students with multiple exams that day. Quiz: During the second week of class, there will be a review quiz covering prerequisite Algebra and Trigonometry material that will be needed for this course.  The quiz will be worth 50 points and is intended to give students (and your instructor) some information about students’ preparation level for this course.  Calculators will not be allowed on this quiz, but they should not be necessary, either.  More information about the content of the quiz will be given in class, and some review suggestions will be posted on the class web page.

Homework:  Homework is an essential component of the course and will be assigned regularly.  Selected homework will be graded and a final score equivalent to one test, 100 points, will be assigned.  

Homework will by due by the beginning of class on the due date, and late homework will not be accepted for any reason.  Instead, several low/missing homework scores will be dropped at the end of the semester.

Homework is so essential because the best way to learn math is by DOING math.  Before attempting the homework problems, students are expected to read the appropriate section.  Ideally, students should read each section before that material is covered in class.  Students’ assignments are expected to be neat, and all work must be shown.  Keep in mind that “solutions” will be worth more than “answers”.  Many homework problems will ask for a written explanation.  In such cases, sentences which clearly and completely answer the question are expected. 

Each assignment will be given a score out of a 10-point scale.  You will earn 2 points for the assignment simply for writing your name on your paper, stapling (when there are 2 or more pages), and completing the assignment.  The other 8 points will be awarded based on the correctness and completeness of your solutions in the problems I select to grade.   

Discussion of homework problems (“working together”) is encouraged, but each student is expected to write up his/her own unique solutions.  Students are also encouraged to ask questions during office hours and to use the free tutoring available.

In addition to homework, brief quizzes may be given to assess student progress during the semester (these are separate from the review quiz given during week 2).  Quizzes may be announced or unannounced, and make-up quizzes will only be given at the discretion of the instructor.  Any quizzes given will be counted in the same way as homework scores.
Attendance:  Students are expected to attend every scheduled class and to be familiar with the University Class Attendance policy as it appears in the General Catalog.  It is the student’s responsibility to keep informed of any announcements, syllabus adjustments or policy changes made during scheduled classes. The instructor may drop students for non-attendance in accordance with university policy.  Students are expected to behave in accordance with the Student Code of Conduct and the Code of Academic Integrity. The guiding principle of academic integrity is that a student's submitted work must be the student's own.
Tutoring:  Tutoring is available on campus in several locations.  The Math Department maintains a free drop-in tutoring room in MATH EAST 145.  For more information on this and other sources of tutoring, see your instructor and/or the class web page.  The math department also maintains a paper list of private tutors for hire; go to rm 108 in the math building for details.
