Students who wish to become certified in teaching 
must complete a teacher certification program and/or meet the requirements aligned with the Arizona Department of Education. 
 

Minimum units required:  18 (at least 3 units must be completed at UA) 
Minimum upper-division units required: 6 
Minimum minor GPA:  2.00

o MATH 406A*:  Curriculum & Assessment in Secondary School Mathematics 

• Choose one course from:   
o MATH 315:  Introduction to Number Theory and Modern Algebra 
o MATH 330:  Topics in Geometry 
o MATH 361†:  Elements of Statistics using Calculus 
o MATH 404:  History of Mathematics
